What happensto Series 4?

Series 4 products WILL continue to be available —the V is NOT areplacement device. It is merely that
many people have been asking for new features and facilities that we could not handle on the series 4 so we
needed to rethink our hardware strategy to accommodate those requests. We will continue to issue software
upgrades for the Series 4 (version 1.07 is being worked on now), but by it’s nature of being a Win CE based

device there will be many things that the Series 4 will never be able to handle that can be done onthe V.

What about trade ins?
The current 3100 “Trade Up” program will be extended to cover trade ups from a 3100 to aV instead of a
Series 4, with the same offer, and also upgrades from the Series4 to the V.

How much?
The V Max (the bigger of the two) will be £5,870 and the V will be £5,395, so despite the increase in
features, we have managed to keep the prices down to only £45 more than the series 4. For ALL devices
purchased before June 30" we will also supply 2 years warranty instead of the normal one.
